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The EPHS Bands, under 
the direction of Mr. 
Richard M. Vars, and Mr. 
Jason M. Silveira, consist 
of several ensembles and 
performance 
opportunities: Concert 
Band, Symphonic Band, 
Wind Ensemble, Jazz 
Band, Clarinet Trio, 
Trombone Choir, and 
Marching Band. 

 

Each ensemble has an active performance 
schedule allowing the students an opportunity to 
grow musically and otherwise through 
performance in music. It’s our goal to create 
well rounded students through a study of music 
and music performance, and to foster life long 
learning while reinforcing positive life skills. 

Band in East Providence, 
a tradition of excellence. 
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Concert Band is open to freshmen only, and is based 
on the successful completion of the middle school 
band program, and the recommendation of the middle 
school band director. This class focuses on 
fundamental musicianship, and  developing 
independent musicians. This class meets during 7th 
period (12:30-1:30 p.m.). 
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Symphonic Band is open to upperclassmen who have 
successfully completed the requirements of Concert 
Band. Admission into the Symphonic Band is based on 
audition only. This class further explores new rhythms 
and new styles of music. There is a demanding 
rehearsal and active performance schedule.  This class 
meets during third period (9:15-1040 a.m.) on “Odd 
Days.” 
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Wind Ensemble is the premiere performing group at 
East Providence High School. Admission into the 
Wind Ensemble is based on audition only. This class 
explores literature that incorporates a high level of 
technique and musicianship. This class meets during 
sixth period (10:45 a.m.—12:05 p.m.) on “Even 
Days.” 
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Jazz Band admission is by audition only, and for 
“jazz instruments only.” This ensemble focuses 
on developing jazz techniques, and fostering a 
creative environment. This ensemble also has a 
very demanding performance schedule with 
many weekend commitments. Jazz Band meets 
weekly after school once marching band season 
is over. 
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Chamber Ensembles 
are smaller groups of 
instrumentalists that 
play literature that is 
instrument-specific. It develops musicianship 
and musical independence in a smaller setting 
allowing for a more customized performance 
atmosphere. Currently, the high school has an 
active Clarinet Trio, Brass Ensemble, and 
Trombone Choir.	
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The purpose of the 
marching band is to 
develop school pride 
through a series of 
community service 
performances. These performances include 
football game half time shows and parades. 
Marching band also fosters leadership and 
discipline, two important character traits of any 
well rounded student. Marching band camp is 
held in the summer so that the field show can be 
learned. Marching band rehearsals are held twice 
weekly after school.
